1. This message provides guidance for the elimination of the AETC Form 1402 and procedures for utilization forms. 
 
2. Historically, the dates provided to recruiters for inclusion on this form have been incorrect; forcing AFIT personnel to re-

contact the medical schools to verify eligibility dates for HPSP applicants.  Additionally, elimination of cost 
categorization after FY 1999 made tuition and insurance costs unnecessary. 

 
3. Through a coordinated effort with AFIT/CIMJ, ARPC/SG, AFPC/DPAME and AFRS/RSOC, the AETC Form 1402 will 

immediately be replaced in all applications for HPSP applicants (MC, DC, NC, BSC).  Instead of the 1402, the following 
forms or documents will be used, as each program requires… 

 
a. MC HPSP 3-year applications – a letter from the Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of Admissions, or Registrar will 

be included in the application.  This letter will indicate that the applicant is a student of that school, the program 
in which they are enrolled, the date they began, and the anticipated date of graduation. 

 
b. MC HPSP 4-year applications – a certified copy of the applicant’s acceptance letter from the medical school will 

be included in the application. 
 

c. DC HPSP 1, 2, and 3-year applications – a letter from the Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of Admissions, or 
Registrar will be included in the application.  This letter will indicate that the applicant is a student of that school, 
the program in which they are enrolled, the date they began, and the anticipated date of graduation. 

 
d. NC HPSP (CRNA) applications – a letter from the Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of Admissions, or Registrar 

will be included in the application.  This letter will indicate that the applicant is a student of that school, the 
program in which they are enrolled, the date they began, and the anticipated date of graduation. 

 
e. BSC HPSP applications – a letter from the Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of Admissions, or Registrar will be 

included in the application.  This letter will indicate that the applicant is a student of that school, the program in 
which they are enrolled, the date they began, and the anticipated date of graduation.
